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SURVEY ON REPORTING TO PARENTS

All schools must prepare a written report for parents on their child/ ren’s progress 
at least once a year. The specified requirements in the regulations include: 
· Brief particulars (short commentary) on the pupil’s achievements and progress in relation to each area of learning or subject, including the LNF(literacy and numeracy framework), drawing attention to particular strengths and weaknesses. 

· Particulars of the pupil’s skills and abilities and general progress at school.

· A summary of the pupil’s attendance, including possible attendances, authorised and unauthorised absences.
In addition, when appropriate, the school must provide details of end of Foundation Phase outcomes or end of Key Stage 2 levels awarded.
